The Cyprus University of Technology (CUT) became in 2023 the first public organization in Cyprus to have a properly designed and 

well equipped dedivated breastfeeding room, ahead of the Bill discussed at parliament which would make it a legal requirement for 

employers to provide support for breastfeeding women in the workplace. This initiative by the Univeristy has not only provided 

practical support to breastfeeding mothers within the University community but also, due to the strategic timing of the launch and 

the publicity given due to involvement of a well-known street artist who painted a mural on-site depicting a breastfeeding mother-

child , it had an impact in raising awareness about breastfeeding as a basic reproductive health right of mother and child and as a 

responsibility of the employers to support and protect this right .
