WHO IS ELIGIBLE ?

Applicants are selected on the basis of their academic record and the opinion of their tutors, their knowledge
of written and spoken English, their motivation, their attitude to EU-Japan relations and their ability to adapt
to a different culture.

WHO PAYS WHAT ?

This programme is financed by the EU-Japan Centre for Industrial Cooperation and the Japanese host company.
The EU / COSME * students are awarded a grant of 1.900.000 Yen to cover the cost of travel to and from Japan
and living expenses in Japan. There is no charge for the language course and seminar, and accommodation
is provided free of charge during the language course and the company traineeship.
